Electronics Policy
2011-2012
1. Cell Phones:
All cell phones are to be turned off during class time.  Students are not to be using their cell phones except at lunch or between classes.    NO EXCEPTIONS    This policy will be communicated in writing to the students and parents.  If student refuses to turn over their cell phone at teacher’s request, this will result in immediate discipline, as this is considered insubordination.
1st infraction:  Confiscate the cell phone and place in a baggie with the student’s name and give to the appropriate administrator or security guard.


The asst. principal will keep the cell phone for the remainder of the week.  The student may pick it up on Friday after 2:15.  (Or, the parent may come to school and pick it up earlier.)  Please note: Teachers have until 2:40 to bring the cell to the main office.
2nd infraction:
Confiscate the cell phone and place in a baggie with the student’s name and give to the appropriate administrator or security guard. 


The asst. principal will keep the cell phone for the remainder of the month.  The student may pick it up on the last day of the month after 2:15.  (Or, the parent may come to school and pick it up earlier.)  Please note: Teachers have until 2:40 to bring the cell to the main office.
3rd infraction:
Confiscate the cell phone and place in a baggie with the student’s name and give to the appropriate administrator or security guard. 


The asst. principal will keep the cell phone until the parent picks it up.  Discipline (suspension) will be assigned pursuant to RCW 28-635-030.

**For students and parents who are concerned about communication during the school day, we have Office Secretaries who will notify the student immediately for the parent, or call the student to the office to telephone the parent.
2. Personal Electronic Devices (music, games, video, pictures, etc.):
All personal electronic devices are to be turned off during class time.  Students are not to be using any personal electronic devices except at lunch or between classes unless classroom teacher policy allows otherwise. Each teacher is to clearly identify their classroom policy regarding the use of personal electronic devices within their own classroom.  This policy will be communicated in writing to the students and parents.
If student refuses to turn over the personal electronic device at teacher’s request, this will result in immediate discipline, as this is considered insubordination.

1st infraction:  Confiscate the personal electronic device and place in a baggie with the student’s name and give to the appropriate administrator or security guard.


The asst. principal will keep the personal electronic device for the remainder of the week.  The student may pick it up on Friday after 2:15.  (Or, the parent may come to school and pick it up earlier.)  Please note: Teachers have until 2:40 to bring the device to the main office.
2nd infraction:
Confiscate the personal electronic device and place in a baggie with the student’s name and give to the appropriate administrator or security guard. 


The asst. principal will keep the personal electronic device for the remainder of the month.  The student may pick it up on the last day of the month after 2:15.  (Or, the parent may come to school and pick it up earlier.)  Please note: Teachers have until 2:40 to bring the device to the main office.
3rd infraction:
Confiscate the personal electronic device and place in a baggie with the student’s name and give to the appropriate administrator or security guard. 


The asst. principal will keep the personal electronic device until the parent picks it up.  Discipline (suspension) will be assigned pursuant to RCW 28-635-030.

3. Substitutes

When a teacher is absent, substitutes will be told that NO cell phones or personal electronic devices are to be used during class time (even if you have a policy which occasionally allows the use of these items).  They will be asked to confiscate the item and turn it in, if a student chooses to disobey.

NOTE:  PHS is not responsible for lost or stolen cell phones or personal electronic devices.  Students bring these items to school at their own risk.
